What’s it all about 

Google started as a search engine, but it now provides a whole range of 

tools for Internet users, including e-mail, photo sharing and maps.  

Some of these are covered in other Learning Zone materials, and this 

guide gives a brief introduction to others. 

Try this 

¶ Type www.google.co.uk into the address bar of your browser. 

¶ Press Enter to display the Google search screen, like 

this:

 

 

¶ You can search the Web from this page. 

¶ Click on Images to search for photos and other pictures. 

¶ Google Maps are a great tool ï see below. 

¶ See LZ2-13: News Online for more about News searches. 

¶ Shopping gives you price comparisons. There are lots of sites for 
this, see LZ3-15: Compare Prices. 

¶ Click on Mail for Googlemail. See LZ2-04: E-mail for more. 

¶ Click on More for all the other services that Google provides; too 

many to cover here. 

Google Maps 

Type a postcode, or 

the name of a place, 

in the search box.  

Press Enter or  

click Search Maps.

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A map will be displayed with a pointer to the place. 

 

¶ You can enlarge the map (click +) or reduce it to show a larger area 

(click -).  

¶ Click on the arrows in the circle to move the map around and show 

adjacent areas. 

¶ You can Get directions.  

o Click on Directions in the left hand pane and type in another 

postcode or place name to get a complete route map. 

You can also click the + next to Suggested routes to see other options and 

click the Walking link to see a walking route. 
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Advanced search 
To do a more complicated web search, 

click on Advanced search 

 

 

 

The box all these words give you the same result as the search box on the 

Google Home page. 

Th other boxes in the form allow you to make up a search that includes: 

¶ Particular phrases or groups of words ï good for quotations and also 

names of people and companies, e.g. óDigital Unite Limitedô. 

¶ Alternative words with the same meaning (synonyms). 

¶ To exclude certain words. Be careful using this, it will exclude any 

web page with that word, even if it includes information you want. 

You can also restrict your search to a particular website, and to a 

particular language.
